Suitable extinguishing media: water spray, ABC powder, carbon dioxide, nitrogen

In case of fire, use respirator mask that is independent from outside air.

	First responders: pay attention to self-protection!
Symptoms may be delayed.
Remove any clothing contaminated with acetone.
In case of unconsciousness bring to a stable side position and call an ambulance!

After inhalation: Move affected person to fresh air and keep warm and calm.
In case of difficulty in breathing or respiratory arrest initiate artificial respiration. If irritated, seek medical attention.

After eye contact: In case of contact with eyes, rinse immediately with plenty of flowing water for 10 to 15 minutes with open eyelid and consult an ophthalmologist. Protect the injured eye. Remove any existing contact lenses if possible.
Continue rinsing.

After skin contact: In case of contact with skin, wash immediately with plenty of soap and water. Take off dirty, soaked clothes immediately. For skin reactions, consult a doctor.

Ingestion: After swallowing, rinse mouth with plenty of water (only if conscious) and seek medical attention immediately
