Conditions to avoid:
Heat, flames and sparks. Extreme temperatures and direct sunlight.

Personal protective measures
    Eye / face protection:

	Use and storage
Storage: tightly closed, cool, in a well-ventilated place away from sources of ignition, away from flammable      substances. Take precautionary measures against electrostatic charging.

   Transfer and transport
 The transport of liquids in bottles (from about 200 ml) must be done with the aid of a carrying basket.
 When refilling, pay attention to appropriate protective equipment! Work under the trigger!
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	Disruptions and Dangers

	
	Use personal protective equipment. Do not inhale vapors / mist / gas. Provide adequate ventilation. Remove all sources of ignition. Bring people to safety. Beware of vapors that can build up and form explosive concentrations. Vapors can accumulate in deep areas.

When gases and vapors are released, leave the room immediately, doing so

Possibility to open windows. Re-entry only under respiratory protection.
In case of fire:
Suitable extinguishing agents
Use water spray, alcohol-resistant foam, dry chemical or carbon dioxide. In case of fire, wear self-contained breathing apparatus, if necessary.

If spilled:

Absorb liquid with universal chemical absorber and dispose of it for chemical disposal. Clean up with water.
Environmental protection measures

Prevent further leakage or spillage if safe to do so.

Consult a doctor. Show this safety data sheet to the attending physician.

After inhalation
If inhaled, remove affected person to fresh air. In respiratory arrest, artificial respiration. Consult a doctor.

After skin contact

After eye contact
Rise thoroughly with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes and consult a doctor.

After swallowing
DO NOT induce vomiting. Never give anything by mouth to an unconscious person. Rinse mouth with water. Consult a doctor.
