Bigger fire with water spray
or alcohol-resistant foam. There are no extinguishing agent restrictions for this substance.
Ambient fire can produce dangerous fumes. In case of fire, the following can be released:
Hydrogen chloride (HCl), phosgene, carbon monoxide and carbon dioxide.
