	Protective measures and rules of conduct

· Drop rings, chains, watches or similar items before starting work.

· Firmly clamp or place workpieces during drilling.

· Support long workpieces. Never wear gloves.

· Only use clamping devices with concealed or countersunk screws.

· Never clamp in or out while the machine is running

· Use protective goggles when drilling brittle materials.

· Move past a non-starting drilling spindle.

· Only clean the machine at standstill.

· For column drills:

· Use only stable drill stands with a return spring matched to the weight of the drill.

· Recognize the machine table after height adjustment
