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	Flammable; Vapors form explosive mixtures with air. Various plastics are dissolved or swollen.

N-hexane is acutely narcotic and chronically degenerating to the peripheral nervous system. The intake is mainly by inhalation. Concentrations above 0.5% lead to dizziness and dizziness after approx. 10 minutes, higher doses are narcotic after initial excitement, whereas sudden death may occur with increased and irregular breathing. It also has an irritating effect on the mucous membranes of the eyes and respiratory tract. Pulmonary edema is possible in severe cases. Chronic exposure to concentrations above 400 ml / m3 produces, depending on concentration and duration, 2-6 months after the beginning of exposure
increasingly muscle weakness and sensation of the legs. After the end of the action gradual regression. Frequent skin contact leads to defatting and eczema. The skin resorption is insignificant. n-hexane is stored in adipose tissue.

Inhalation, ingestion or skin contact may result in adverse health effects. Irritating to respiratory system, eyes, gastrointestinal tract and skin. Temporarily headache, nausea, dizziness, weakness possible. May cause lung damage, brain disorder, nerve damage, muscle atrophy. Ingestion may lead to aspiration into the lungs with subsequent life-threatening pneumonia. n-hexane may affect fertility!

Danger due to accumulation of explosive atmosphere near the ground! In the presence of ignition sources increased risk of explosion! Increased risk of ignition of soaked material (e.g., clothing, clothes). Reacts with strong oxidants with vigorous evolution of heat.
