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Behavior rules
· Install microwaves vibration-free.
· Only use the microwave oven as intended.
· Only operate the microwave oven if the door seal is clean and undamaged - danger
the emission of electromagnetic radiation!
· Use only suitable laboratory glassware and no closed containers.
· Do not introduce metal objects into the microwave
· Remove heated vessels from the microwave using a hot-hand or thermo-glove only.
· Observe the operating instructions of the manufacturer.
· Do not heat food in the microwave.
· Do not heat solvents or flammable substances in the microwave.
· Do not heat unknown substances in the microwave.
· Heat only small quantities in the microwave.
· Adjust heating capacity and duration to the substance to be heated
· Before using the microwave, inform yourself about it, whether when heating your substance
· Dangers can arise that you did not consider before.

	

	 Faults and dangers

	
	· In the event of visible damage, do not operate the device.
· Damage to the door is damaged if the door seals are damaged
· Electromagnetic radiation can not be ruled out, therefore a microwave oven is allowed
not be used with damaged door seals.
· In the event of faults, pull out the mains plug and inform the responsible supervisor if possible.
· Repair and repair exclusively by a specialist workshop
