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Protection goals
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	Moisture-proof gloves soften the skin.
This reduces the resistance of the skin to external influences.
Gloves may contain allergenic substances. Lengthy skin diseases can be the result. Risk of mechanical injury as a result of skin softening and increased perspiration due to airclosing effect in the glove.
Protective gloves:
Wearing false gloves causes contamination with chemicals and hazardous agents.

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	Personal protective measures
· Read operating instructions
· Wash hands with soap and tap water before and after working with chemical protection gloves.
· Hands should be clean and dry.
· Wear the personal cotton gloves under the chemical protection gloves.
· Use hand creams to avoid skin damage.

	Inspections, maintenance, disposal

	Disposable gloves
Disposable gloves may only be used once.
Nitrile and Latex Disposable gloves must be disposed of in residual waste.
Contaminated nitrile and latex disposable gloves are disposed of in the toxic waste container.
Chemical protective gloves
If intended to be reused, the gloves should be carefully cleaned before removal and removed so as not to contaminate the inside.
Then keep well ventilated with open waistband. Do not lay directly in the sun or on the heater!
Store gloves in their original packaging protected from light and temperature!
Protective gloves may be disposed of with other toxic contaminated materials.

Use





There is no universal protective glove for all chemical agents. Different gloves must be worn for different chemicals (observe information in safety data sheets).


Gloves used must be suitable for the particular application (for example, observe protective effect and duration of protection).


Before use, check that there are no relevant defects such as cracks, holes, dirt, etc.


Hands should be clean and dry before putting on gloves.


Wrist and hand jewelery must be removed beforehand.


For the change of the gloves hygienic reasons and the duration of the wearing time are to be considered.


Use protective gloves only with clean and dry hands. Fold cuffs to prevent liquids or solutions from leaking into the glove.


Pay attention to maximum load duration!





At the first signs of damage to the skin (i.e. redness, scaling, itching) as a result of the work, the 


             company doctor or a dermatologist should be consulted and the supervisor informed.


Depending on the hygienic requirements at the workplace, further measures may be necessary (i.e. liquid-tight covering of a small wound).
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
