Personal protective measures
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Eye / face protection
Face shield and goggles.

skin protection
Working with gloves. Gloves must be examined before use.
Use a suitable extraction method (without touching the outer glove surface) to avoid skin contact with this product.
Material: fluoro rubber
Minimum layer thickness: 0.7 mm
Breakthrough time: 480 min
Protective gloves made of nitrile rubber as short-term splash protection.
Layer thickness: 0.4 mm
Breakthrough time:> 10 min

body protection
The type of protective equipment must vary depending on the concentration and amount of dangerous material be selected in the workplace.
During laboratory work, always wear a laboratory coat.


respiratory protection
Work under the deduction !!
Do not inhale substance. Avoid development of vapors / aerosols.

If, according to the hazard assessment, an air-purifying respiratory protection is required, a half mask filter class ABEK (as included in the MUI emergency kit) must be used in addition to the technical measures.

Use and storage

Store in a cool place. Keep container tightly closed in a dry, well-ventilated place
store. Close open containers carefully and store upright to prevent leakage.

Transfer and transport

The transport of liquids in bottles (from about 200 ml) must be done with the aid of a carrying basket. When refilling, pay attention to appropriate protective equipment! Work under the trigger!

In case of fire:
Suitable extinguishing agents
Use water spray, alcohol-resistant foam, dry chemical or carbon dioxide.
Special hazards arising from the substance or mixture
Carbon oxides
Advice for firefighters
In case of fire, wear self-contained breathing apparatus, if necessary.

If spilled:
Do not inhale vapors.
Absorb with liquid-binding material. Dispose of.
Clean up affected area.
Vapors heavier than air.

Environmental precautions:
Prevent further leakage or spillage if safe to do so.
Do not empty into drains. An entry in the environment is to be avoided.
