	          In case of fire:
Suitable extinguishing media: CO2, extinguishing powder or water spray.
In case of fire, use respirator mask that is independent from outside air.

After shedding: Avoid inhalation of dusts. Avoid substance contact. For
provide adequate ventilation.
Take up dry and have it disposed of by the university's chemical disposal department. Purify with water. Avoid dust generation.

Environmental precautions: Do not empty into drains.


	

	Accidents and First Aid

	

	First responders: pay attention to self-protection!

Symptoms may be delayed.
Remove clothing that has been contaminated with TRIS.

After inhalation: fresh air. Get a doctor.
After skin contact: Wash off with plenty of water. Consult a doctor.
After eye contact: Rinse out with plenty of water and consult an ophthalmologist.
Ingestion: Rinse mouth. Drink water (maximum 2 glasses), consult a doctor.

Most important symptoms and effects, both acute and delayed: irritation, coughing, dyspnoea, nausea, vomiting, agitation, spasms, cyanosis, risk of cardiovascular collapse.
