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Dangers for humans and the environment

	
	UV radiation irritates and damages the eyes (risk of blindness) and may cause skin irritation.
High power UV emitters generate ozone when exposed to oxygen.

	Protective measures and rules of conduct 

	
	UV lamps may only be used with the associated ballast (transformer).
UV lamps, especially high-power lamps, become very warm and must therefore be operated with effective cooling.
Wear UV safety glasses when working with a burning lamp! The goggles must match the power and wavelength of the light source used.
Do not look into the burning lamp! Cover exposure equipment, use light-tight sheath (non-flammable), e.g. Aluminum foil.
In the case of ozone-developing high-performance lamps, work must be carried out in the fume hood or with an effective source extraction system.
